Dear Parents/Carers,

There are currently 2 systems in place for school meals relating to Foundation children:

Universal Infant Free School Meals: 
Since September 2014 ALL meals for children in Foundation 2, Year 1 and Year 2 children have been free 
of charge as part of the Universal Infant Free School Meals scheme.

Due to this system generating increased school meal numbers we ask parents/carers to sign their child up for universal meals on a half termly basis. We send a new letter at the end of each half term so you can register your choice for the next one.

Income Based Free School Meals:
A large percentage of funding given to schools is based on the number of free school meals registered at the school. This funding is called ‘Pupil Premium’ and is different to the above mentioned Universal Meal System. You may be entitled to free school meals if you receive any of the following support;

· Income Support

· income-based Jobseekers Allowance (JSA)

· income-related Employment and Support Allowance (ESA)

· support under Part 6 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

· the guaranteed element of State Pension Credit

· Child Tax Credit (with no Working Tax Credit) with an annual income of no more than £16,190

· Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for four weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

· Universal Credit with an annual net earned income of no more than £7,400

If you are eligible for free school meals (Pupil Premium) then it also qualifies your child for free school milk over the age of 5yrs old and a reduction to the cost of residential visits which are currently offered in Years 2-6.

We would strongly urge parents who are eligible to apply through the Citizen Portal on Nottinghamshire County Council’s website or by phoning Nottinghamshire County Council on 0300 500 80 80. The School Office staff will be happy to assist with this if required.

Please register if you are eligible and help us to access the funding which will aid us to provide the best opportunities and experiences possible for your children.

Please complete the attached slip and return it to the school office before Friday 21st July 2023. If you do not return the slip by the deadline date it will be assumed that you will be sending your child with sandwiches for the first half of the Autumn term.
