	Rationale for content choices
	Current
Children will build on their skills playing instruments when revisiting and continuing to develop their knowledge of playing the recorder. Children will learn how to play one or two songs, working together to understand how to play effectively as an ensemble. 

Previous Y4
Children will continue to build upon their skills in learning and singing songs and play musical instruments to an audience, continuing to develop an awareness of the interrelated dimensions of music. 

Previous Y5
Children will build upon their skills in singing and playing instruments, and will develop their knowledge of music notation, especially staff notation. 

Future Y6
Children will develop their knowledge of the inter-related dimensions of music and how they can use this when playing instruments and singing songs. They will also begin to understand how to play with ‘style’.

Future Y7
Children will learn, rehearse and perform ensemble and solo songs both singing and instrumental with an understanding of the interrelated dimensions of music and be able to explain what these are.

Curriculum Links
Children will link the content of their learning for life lessons to their music lessons, in that they will learn how to play songs that are about kindness and being there for one another, and will demonstrate the skills learned when playing together as a team.

Children will continue to build upon their singing and performing skills when learning, rehearsing and performing their end of year plays. 
Separately, children will develop their historical knowledge of music, concentrating on our comparison skills. They begin to unpick the features of Baroque, classical and pop music, and using musical vocabulary, explain how and why they are different and the same. 

Previous Y4
Children will reactivate their learning of a famous composer and the distinctive features of classical and pop music.

Previous Y5
Children will continue to develop their comparison skills when looking at features of music from various genres and develop their concept of how music has developed over time. 

Future Y6
Children will use their developing knowledge of the inter related dimensions of music to deepen their understanding of a piece of music.

Future Y7
Children will continue to develop their knowledge of composers and styles of music when exploring musical periods and being able to compare genres such as classical and popular music.
