Children will begin to make links about their own lives and experiences and compare to those of others.

Current Learning 
Introduce the concept of belonging – they belong to their home, to school, to clubs etc. list the places that are special to them…begin to understand that a feeling of belonging helps us to feel safe. Special places make us happy and are good to share with those we care about. 
Children should be able to articulate places that are special them and be able to say why.

Future Learning
Children will build on this by exploring places of worship in more detail in KS1, identifying areas of the building and reasons why believers visit these places.

Understand why a place of worship is important to followers of faith. Be able to describe some of the features and their purposes of different buildings and how they help followers solidify their beliefs. 
Discuss what is means to be inspiring – both from a religious and non religious point of view. Children to be able to name some people inspiring to them and why.

Future Learning
In UK2 children learn about how leaders are inspiring to others – linking to caring for their congregation and community.  
In Yr’s 4 and 5 children learn about the deeper meanings of some celebrations such as Hinduism and how they express this through their rituals, worship, dance, song and the food they eat. 
	Previous Learning 
Children build on exploring stories that are special in FSU as well as some of the basic facts they have begun to learn about Christianity e.g. church, Jesus and the Bible. 

Current Learning 
Understand the importance of why learning stories about significant people in the Jewish and Christian faiths have an impact on how Jews and Christians follow their faith, from the message and morals that these stories convey. Children to understand what it is like being a Christian today and the importance of God to Christians.

Future Learning
In UK2 children learn about how leaders are inspiring to others – linking to caring for their congregation and community.  
In Yr’s 4 and 5 children learn about the deeper meanings of some celebrations such as Hinduism and how they express this through their rituals, worship, dance, song and the food they eat.
	Previous Learning 
Children build on exploring people who are special in FSU as well as previous work in KS1about Christian stories about Jesus. 

Current Learning 
Continue to understand the importance of why learning stories about significant people in the Jewish and Christian faiths have an impact on how Jews and Christians follow their faith, from the message and morals that these stories convey. 
Children to compare to their own favourite stories – do these have a message or moral? Could they think of a story that might have morals we could apply at school?

Future Learning

Gain a deeper understanding of how following a faith in Britain today can help some believers feel closer to God and how faith can form a basis of a guidance for leading a good life. 	Previous Learning 
Building on KS1 initial work on religious leaders such as Jesus and Abraham. Deeper understanding of how leaders can inspire others. 

Current Learning
Know about some of the lives of these key leaders or inspiring people from the past and from the modern world and how they have impacted on lives, not just people who follow a certain faith. Understand why key leaders can be a source of wisdom and know some of their key messages. 
Discuss and apply ideas from different religious codes of living and how these can form a basis of rules to live by (comparing rules from different faiths) – children should then be able to use this to create a charter of their own moral values, applying their ideas to issues of respect for all. 

Curriculum Links
Learning for life – Communities, Geography – Communities and demographics of local and national areas.

Future Learning
Further ideas will be explored in Year 7 thinking further about what I means to belong to a faith in Britain today and how it impacts on people’s lives and the choices they make. 
	Previous Learning 
Building on previous learning in Year3/4 about various religions around the worlds, children deepen their understanding of world beliefs.

Current Learning
Children explore how different religions express their beliefs and deepen their knowledge and passion for their faith. 
Children focus on acknowledging a religion as a way of life and way of thinking rather that a worship of a deity. They discuss how different faiths respond to global and local issues.
