	Rationale for content choices
	Previous Learning
[bookmark: _Int_6zFMjea1]Children build on their knowledge from home experiences  about generally being healthy e.g. making food choices, discussing feelings and being able to name them, basics of being safe and who to talk to if worried. 
 
Current Learning 
Consolidate this through class discussions on important topics such as who a trusted adult is, how to articulate certain feelings, particularly ones involving worry or anxiety, keeping safe and following rules. 
 
Curriculum Links
Links to Science and PE for being healthy and growing and changing. 
  
Future Learning
This will be built on further in F2 allowing opportunities for further exploration and discussions covering topics such as healthy choices and articulating feelings.

Understand ways to keep safe in the community e. g crossing the road. Begin to have a better understanding of diversity and how appearance can differ, ethnicities, as well as ability needs. 
 
Curriculum Links
Community and Diversity links with RE and British Values – understanding and tolerance of cultural and religious differences. 
 Links to Maths when discussing money and making small totals of amounts. Discuss school rules when covering why rules keep us safe. 
 
Future Learning
Kindness, friendships and respecting others is covered in KS1 and LKS2. Differences will also be covered in terms of ‘family’ and how that can differ from household to household. The key message delivered should be that family means being safe, loved, cared for and supported. 
	Previous Learning
Recap healthy choices and feelings from F1. 
 
Current Learning 
Understand how we can’t always be great at everything we do, but know that we can get better with practise and perseverance. 
 
Curriculum Links
Links to Science and PE for being healthy and growing and changing and body parts.
Link to school values of self discipline and enthusiasm. 
Being safe on the internet should be linked to Computing and E-Safety week.
  
Future Learning
E-safety will be covered continually throughout school to ensure a thorough knowledge of keeping safe on the internet. 
KS1 will also explore further being healthy, e.g sleep, being active, balanced diet, exercise and hygiene. 

	Previous Learning
Continue to build on prior knowledge of healthy habits. 
Re-cap vocabulary for articulating feelings.

Understanding that being healthy isn’t just eating a balanced diet and exercising – we also need a healthy sleep schedule and good levels of hygiene.

	Rationale for content choices
	Previous Learning
Build on prior learning in EYFS about how people look different due to their specific features – this builds on to beginning to understand how our bodies change as we get older including our skills and how we are all good at different things.
In EYFS children will begin to explore that there are different jobs that people can do – in KS1 they will build on this by understanding the skills and interested needed to do specific jobs and careers. 
 
Current Learning 
Lots of focus on ourselves, our feelings and self esteem – thinking about what we are good at and our skills, having self confidence in ourselves.  The way we change as we grow up, our feelings and emotions and how to deal with negative feelings and supporting each other/making each other feel better. 
 
Curriculum Links
Links to Science with regard to our changing bodies.
Mental wellbeing links to various aspects in the curriculum in terms of how things make us feel and how we express ourselves.  Self esteem and thinking about what we are good at, our skills and our self confidence. 
  
Future Learning
KS2 will further explore healthy lifestyles and the ways of life and choices that contribute to that. 

	Previous Learning
Continue to discuss family life and how it can differ from household to household. Children should be able to discuss their own thoughts and ideas from their experiences of homelife and building on what they learnt at the end of EYFS.
