	Rationale for content choices
	Previous Learning Y5
Children will revisit their learning of the European countries when learning about the countries involved in WWI.
· Italy, France, Germany, Russia, Poland in LKS2
Children will use their knowledge of how Britain has changed over time (Stone Age, Roman invasion) when discussing the political situation in Europe during the build up to WWI.

Previous Learning Y6
Children would have previously learnt about WWII which will allow them to discuss in the depth the events that lead to the war and situation in Europe on the turn of the century. 


Current Learning
Children learn about the historical events leading to and during WWI. They discuss in depth the reasons for the war, significant events during the war and significant people involved in the war that had an impact on the outcomes of the war.
WWI connections to their local environment are discussed (Captain Albert Ball)

Curriculum links
LfL - The role of women is explored and linked to women’s experiences in the UK in WWI.
Art – Anthony Gormley and his artwork (Angel of the North) is discussed in depth, poppy sculptures out of wire are made. 

Future Learning Year 6
Children will be learning about the events of WWII. Looking at chronology that led to the war and significance of Allied and Axis powers. 

Future Learning Year 7
Looking at chronology leads into Y7 work on knowing how to create timelines of historical events covering a period of 1000 years.

· WWI
· Bennin vs the Mayan’s.
· The Battle of Somme

	Previous Learning Y5
Children have previously learnt in about the Stone Age era in Britain and the beginning of the Roman Empire. This will give them a perspective of what can change in 1000 years’ time. 
Children will also revisit their learning about Queen Victoria from KS1.
Previous Learning Y6
Children learnt about the Anglo=Saxons and Vikings in Britain and will be able to place these events on a timeline, then compare it to the learning about the Victorians. 

Current Learning
Children learn in depth about the Victorian period and the industrial revolution that happened during that time. They will compare the life of a Victorian child to the life of a modern child.
