All KKPD’s covered by lesson plans for each term, and broken down on Medium term plans.  PE lessons follow the MAPS approach. Children are given the opportunity to discuss prior knowledge and how the lesson fits into the sequence. 
 
PE Staff have made use of complete PE to inform their planning. Some lesson observation has taken place. 
 
1:1 support strands are communicated with to agree on specific adaptations and actions to support and include children with additional needs. This can be seen in MTPs.  The adaptation provision document has been shared on teams. 
 
Additional equipment has been purchased and made available in the outside PE Store. This is for a range of sports and sporting activities, such as footballs, new football kits, dodgeballs, basketballs, table tennis, athletics, and sports day equipment.
 
School competitions have been added on to the PE display board, and upcoming events are displayed each term. 

A wide range of children have accessed a broad range of extra-curricular opportunities. The amount and frequency of after school clubs have maintained across all year groups. Additionally, there was a big focus on providing lots of competitive sporting opportunities such as both intra and inter competitions. Sports day provided all children with physical activity in a range of ways and enabled them to access this through a competitive aspect. Structured activities are offered throughout lunch and play time through Sports Leaders. After School clubs are also in place to support learning within the curriculum, and allow children further opportunity to practice and apply new knowledge and skills. 


	
For 2023/24, some of our focuses will be:

Provide staff CPD so that staff feel more confident to enjoy delivering high quality Physical Education.  This will also ensure a continued increase in pupil attainment and enjoyment of PE.

Provide even more opportunities for pupils to get active at school to ensure as many pupils as possible can achieve 60 minutes a day 7 days a week of physical activity.

Continue to develop our competition provision and cover a wider range of sports and games for children to access.

Continue to celebrate SUCCESS in PE.
